As you will see if you read this newsletter it is all 

about emphasizing missions.  I believe that missions 

are the heartbeat of God.  In this newsletter I will 

share some thoughts from my heart about missions 

and soul winning as they are in my opinion to 

always be intertwined.

First, let me 

share with you my heart as it pertains to missions. 

 

Missions & Soul Winning 

We donôt often think of these two words Missions 

and Soul Winning together, but that is exactly the 

type of missions the Word of God commanded us to 

partake in.  Building houses, providing food, 

helping folks meet needs are all wonderful 

necessary things to do and I believe that God 

blesses those efforts.  However, the heart of real 

biblical missions is soul winning.   

Proverbs 11:30 - The fruit of the righteous is a 

tree of life; and he that winneth souls is wise. 

In the verses known as the great commission, Jesus 

said: 

Matthew 28 : 18-20 -  18 And Jesus came and 

spake unto them, saying, All power is given unto 

me in heaven and in earth.  19 Go ye therefore, 

and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name 

of the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy 

Ghost:  20 Teaching them to observe all things 

whatsoever I have commanded you: and, lo, I am 

with you always, even unto the end of the world. 

Amen. 

Notice some of the key words of the great 

commission.  Notice who this command applies to, 

then notice what he command is, and finally notice 

where the command tells us to go. 

The first word I want you to notice is the word ñyeò.  

Jesusô command was not just for a preacher or a 

missionary.  He said ñyeò.  Ye means you dear 

Christian.  This is a command for every blood 

bought, born again, saved believer in Jesus Christ.  

Jesus is talking to each of us as believers. 

Second notice what He says to do.  He says ñGoò.  

He didnôt say just sit on your pews, he says to ñGoò  

Put the two words together so far, and we get ñGo 

Yeò.  Jesus is saying that you dear Christian need to 

go.  So the question could be asked, OK ï go and do 

what?  Letôs study on. 

What does He say for you to go do?  He says you 

go and ñteach all nations, baptizing them in the 

name of the Father, and of the Son, and of the 

Holy Ghostò.  We are to go teach them the glorious 

truth of the Gospel.  That Jesus Christ (God in the 

Flesh), left His the glory of heaven, came to this 

earth, was born of a virgin, lived a perfect sinless 

life, then willingly laid His life down as the perfect 

final, complete sacrificial Lamb Of God.  Every 

drop of His blood was to wash away our sins.  Our 

God given role as believers is to go tell people that 

there is only one way to heaven and that is to trust 

in Jesus Christ as their Saviour. 

John 14:6 - Jesus saith unto him, I am the way, 

the truth, and the life: no man cometh unto the 

Father, but by me. 

So Jesus commands ñyeò (you) to ñgoò and to win 

souls by spreading the Gospel of Jesus Christ.  And 

then to ñbaptize them in the name of the Father, 

and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost.ò  That 

leaves just he one question.  Where does He tell us 

to go? 
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He gives us the answer when He tells us to go to 

ñall nationsò.  That means we are to tell the whole 

world!!  We (you and I) are to commanded to go 

into this entire world and win souls for Jesus Christ, 

teaching and preaching the Gospel, and baptizing 

them in the name of the Father, Son and Holy Spirit.  

But I am scared and donôt know what to say Pastor. 

Acts 1:8 - But ye shall receive power, after that the 

Holy Ghost is come upon you: and ye shall be 

witnesses unto me both in Jerusalem, and in all 

Judaea, and in Samaria, and unto the uttermost 

part of the earth. 

Praise the Lord!  On the day of Pentecost in the 

book of Acts, the Holy Ghost of God came down 

from Heaven!  This is the same Holy Spirit that 

indwells all believers.  This is the same Holy Spirit 

that came inside of you to live on the day you got 

saved.  This is the same Holy Ghost that gives you 

the power you need to be witnesses of the Gospel of 

Jesus Christ.  This is the same Holy Spirit that wil 

give you the words to say as well!!  He tells us to go 

to all nations, he tells us to ñGoò not only to our 

Judaea and Samaria, but also to the Uttermost parts 

of the earth!!
